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In English writing, we will be…
· Practicing our writing skills by:
· Persuasive writing – letters and leaflets,
· Writing letters for different purposes and adapting our language and grammar to suit the purpose and formality,
· Adventure story writing – developing settings, characters and action,
· Developing our understanding of passive voice and use of semi-colons and colons in writing.
In our reading, we will be…
· Exploring and analysing the structure and content of a range of adventure stories.
· Examining and evaluating the features of persuasive writing in its different forms.
· Considering the language and grammatical features of persuasive writing.
· Examining levels of formality.
· Developing inference skills.
· Using the different ‘Reading Roles’ to help us answer comprehension questions. 
In our ‘English Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling’, we will be…
· Reviewing our previous learning including word classes.
Y5 recognising and using a range of suffixes to change word classes. Suffixes: -tious, -cious, -tial, -cial, -ant, -ent, -ance, -ence, -ancy, -ency, -fer.
Y6 revising our use of parenthesis, a range of suffixes (see above) and the sentence structures of formal vs informal writing.
· Practicing Y5/6 spelling words: conscious, especially, apparent, relevant, excellent, sufficient, existence, convenience. 

In Mathematics, we will be…

· Fractions: adding and subtracting fractions (Y6 – with algebra), comparing and recognising equivalent fractions, decimals and percentages and using these to solve problems in context. 
Y6 - Using these skills to develop understanding of ratio and proportion. 
· Geometry: 
Y5 – naming, estimating, measuring and drawing angles using a protractor.  Using our knowledge of the properties of shapes to identify missing lengths. 
Y6 – finding unknown angles in any triangle, quadrilateral and regular polygon. 
· Statistics: representing data including negative numbers. Y6 – calculating the mean as an average.


In History, we will be…
· Understanding their place in history in relation to our previous Anglo-Saxons learning;  who the Vikings were, why they came to England, how they settled, traded and built their communities.

In Science, we will be…
· Learning how animals need a variety of foods to help them grow and survive.
· The various dietary needs of animal groups.
· Reviewing our knowledge of food chains.
· The importance of nutrients and how the digestive system is designed to utilise these to keep us/animals healthy.
· The effects of different foods on our teeth, the impact of tooth decay and strategies for improving/sustaining our dental health.

In PSHCE, we will be…
· Understanding how we can keep ourselves healthy as we grow with a focus on staying safe online and mental health self-care strategies. 

In French, we will be…
· Describing town and villages and comparing physical appearances of celebrities. 

In Music, we will be…
· Exploring and learning how to play a stringed instrument - ukuleles.

· Investigating the concept of Ahimza as a way of life  in the Hindu faith.  

In PE, we will be…
· Using apparatus in gymnastics (indoor). 
· Working on our rugby skills (outdoor).

· Using Scratch software to create our own adventure games.
In Art and Design, we will be…
· Exploring Viking patterns and decoration to create our own prints.
