· Fractions:  Y5 - Recognising and converting between mixed numbers and improper fractions – consolidation work. Y6 –Comparing and calculating using the relationship between fractions and percentages - bar models as visual representations. Investigate ratio and proportion. 
· Measurement: Time - Complete, read and interpret information in tables, including timetables. Linked to river data. 
· Solve problems involving converting between units of time.
· Geometry: recognise, estimate and draw angles. Y6 – parts of a circle and analysing/drawing pie charts.
